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Class: The De-De Bag in Cork

Designed by Pam’s good friend, and certified educator, Diane Murphy, the De-De bag is smaller than a tote, but big enough to hold everything you need. You will revisit techniques you’ve already learned, plus a few new ones. 

About this bag:
This bag, on page 107 of the Hold Everything Book has a few fun changes. One of the changes is the bag is made from cork fabric, and it sports a front pocket.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]Change the cutting as follows:

Materials:
· ½  yard of cork  at 54” wide* or ¾ yard of cork at 27” wide
· ¾ yard main coordinating fabric
· ½ yard each of two coordinating solid fabrics
· Hold Everything Book
· 1 swivel clip 
· FriXion Pen
· decorative thread (optional)
· 1 Package of Flex and Firm (2 @ 4 ¼” x 10 ¾” of Flex & Firm for bag bottom)
· Package of Zipper Tape or 26” of zipper tape and four slides (Zippers:1 @ 17” with 2 slides for top placket; 1 @ 9” with 1 slide for hanging zipper pocket: and 1 @ 13” with 1 slide for lining bottom (May purchase 1 roll of zipper tape – see above)
· 4 Bag feet (sold in bags of 8)
· 7 Corner Ruler 
· 5-in-1 Ruler (optional)
· 1 yard Décor Bond 809 
· Basting Tape (Wonder Tape – to aid in zipper insertions)
· Plastic Canvas Piece for bag bottom (available at the Cotton Blossom)
· Cording: 2 ¼ yards of ¼” Cording

· Thread to match fabric (up to 3 colors)
· 2 Denim Needles
· Steam Iron (Optional)
· Wool pressing Matt (optional)
· Rotary Cutter
· Long Ruler (24” x6” recommended but optional)
· Cutting Matt (optional)
· Wonder Clips (optional)
· Pins
· Scissors
· Zipper Foot 
· 7mm Cording Foot (optional)

Other Supplies:

•	2 @ 8” square of Décor Bond 809 (included in above 1 yard requirements)
•	Embroidery thread – IF YOU EMBROIDER THE POCKET – MUST BE DONE AHEAD OF TIME (see instructions below)
•	Permanent double stick tape
•	Flex & Firm light (sold be the roll) or other pocket stabilizer (CAN USE DÉCOR BOND 809 – included in 1 yard above requirements): 1 @ 8” x 13” for hanging zipper pocket; 1 @ 15” x 7 ½”; and 1 @ 10” x 7 ½” for the double (quilted) pocket. 
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Embroidery:
If you chose to add embroidery to the front pocket of your bag (Bag body front: 10.5” x 16” piece) , hoop stabilizer with the fusible rough side up. Float cork, with the design centered right to left, about 1” from the top edge. If you need more info on how to create an embroidery applique by machine,  ask us how.

All fabric, patterns, books, rulers and tools if needed for the class are to be purchased from The Cotton Blossom. 


The Cotton Blossom Fabric Shoppe Class Policy:

1) To reserve a spot in a class you must pre-register in store or online. All fees are required at time of registration. 
2) Most classes require supplies in addition to the instruction fee.
3) Typically, there is not enough time prior to class to shop for the class, so we ask that you purchase all fabric and supplies at least one day prior to class.
4)  Basic sewing supplies will be needed for each class. * Supplies specific to the class must be purchased from The Cotton Blossom (fabric, books, rulers). A supply list will be available at registration. Our expertise in coordinating fabrics and selecting proper tools is part of your lesson before class starts. 
5) You must cancel more than 7 days prior to class for a refund. 
6) Most classes have a minimum enrollment (usually 3 students). If the class is cancelled due to low enrollment, you will be notified & all course fees will be returned in full (your choice of a refund or store credit).
7) Patterns, books and handouts cannot be shared or photo-copied due to copyright laws. 
8) Children and guests are not allowed in classroom.
9) [bookmark: anchor269]All machine brands are welcome in our classroom.
10)  A limited number of class room machines are available for use. Please indicate at time of registration if you'd like to use one of our machines.

*BASIC SEWING SUPPLIES: Scissors, pins, seam ripper, pen, paper, needles, thread, ruler, and thread.  If you have supplies at home bring them. Specialty items needed for class (pattern, book, fabric, ruler) must be purchased at The Cotton Blossom. All supply purchases need to be made prior to class.
